Artist’s Statement

The exhilaration of a child hanging her head back on a swing – the askew world rushing up to meet her, the intoxication of looking too close, seeing too much and possibly losing the whole for the parts – these are the feelings I pursue in my paintings.  I celebrate the fleeting moments and the realization that the light only hits that surface in that way at a single moment in time.  Tomorrow the light may be gone, the sky grey, the wine consumed.  Painting allows me to exist inside each moment and appreciate that nothing is totally isolated from reflecting and refracting what is around it.
I feel a sense of urgency when I paint – capturing moments.  Each time I touch my brush to canvas I hold onto time by folding each ephemeral part into the whole. Each canvas stabilizes the sum of these moments and offers both the product of my creation and a portion of my life experience. 
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
